Day 1: Thu.,  June 27 - Depart Newark / En route

Depart for your overnight trans-Atlantic flight to Rome.  Meals will be served in flight.

Day 2: Fri., June 28 - Rome

Welcome to Rome!  You will be met at the airport and transferred by private coach to your hotel.

Day 3: Sat., June 29 - Rome 
Pre-symposia event: ICFAD/ELIA collaboration on Transnational Initiatives Project (TIP).  Participants will be selected by competition, (see accompanying announcement), but conference registrants will be encourage to participate as observers.

Day 4: Sun., June 30 - Rome

Founded by the Etruscans, it later became a stronghold of the Guelf party, in which the Popes frequently sought refuge. It is now known for its wonderful white wine.

Then on to La Magia, one of the few remaining Medici family villas, currently undergoing renovation as an academic center, before you continue on to Montecatini, known for its wonderful spas.  Only 30 miles from Florence, this beautiful resort town is a well known haunt for those seeking the healing powers of the most fashionable spas in all of Italy.
